Interim Notes - Number 1

The Steering Committee for Interim Ministry here at Peace in Christ Lutheran Church has been meeting with Pastor Mueller once each week through February and into March.

The purpose of these particular meetings has been for committee members to get to know and trust Pastor Mueller, each other, and become more comfortable with the "Intentional Interim Process." This is not just biding time for a year or so until a permanent or "Settled" Pastor is called. There is real work for the whole congregation to do "intentionally."

At the beginning of each meeting, two committee members have been assigned (without kicking and screaming) tasks either as "Scribe" or "Pharisee." The task of the Scribe is to keep a record of that meeting, not as would a secretary with great detail, but a summary. The task of the Pharisee is a timekeeper, who strictly assures that we observe times allotted for each position of the two-hour meeting.

When we soon begin to have encounters for the congregation at large, a Scribe will keep a brief summary and a Pharisee will keep us honest with the clock.

Honoring the drift of what people have to share and respecting the reality of the time constraints of people these days is important to the process.  A genuine attempt will be made to keep the whole congregation informed through this "Interim notes" format. We will try hard to be succinct without violating truth. We truly wish to assure that your time is spent wisely and your concerns are treated "welcomely."  Our congregational meetings will be safe and even sacred opportunities to share.

Pastor Mueller has exposed us to various ''tricks of the trade" or tools in the truth box regarding understanding the character and needs of the congregation, especially in its "interim" period between "settled" Pastors.  We spent considerable time in Bible study together so that all that we do is grounded in Scriptures and the truths contained therein.

The First Task of the Interim Process is to "Understand, Accept, and Celebrate the Past History of Peace in Christ Lutheran Church." Without adequately attending to the past, we cannot effectively move into our immediate, let alone, long-term future in ministry together.  Without each of you dedicating yourselves to participation in the whole process, we cannot trust our future will be as abundant.
